How Can We Nurture Creativity?

Encouraging creativity in young children involves
allowing, accepting, and turning over some control to
the children themselves.

James D. Moran III, Dean of the College of Human Ecology,
University of Tennessee, suggests some focus:

= Emphasize process rather than product.
= Provide a classroom with exploration.
= Adapt to children's ideas.

= Accept unusual ideas from children.
